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Abstract: Under the background of the in-depth advancement of the rural revitalization strategy, rural aesthetic education, as
an important means to enhance the aesthetic literacy of rural residents and promote cultural revitalization, has increasingly
drawn attention. Currently, rural aesthetic education faces persistent challenges including fragmented resources, limited
stakeholder engagement, and inefficient operation mechanisms. Drawing on collaborative governance theory. this article
focusing on the “ University — Town” model-based “university— government— socicty— village” four-dimensional linkage model
constructed by Dongwu Town, Yinzhou District, Ningbo City. It deeply analyzes the innovative practice of this model in the
development of rural aesthetic education resources. Through fieldwork, in-depth interviews, and case analysis with multi-source data
triangulation verification, it systematically expounds the governance structure, operation mechanism. and practical path of this
model, and distills a replicable and promotable collaborative governance paradigm. The research providing theoretical support and
practical guidance for the high-quality development of rural aesthetic education in the new era.
