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Abstract ; Comprehensive human geography field practice is an important practical link in the cultivation of geography
professionals, featuring distinct practicality ,comprehensiveness and educational value. This paper focuses on exploring and
integrating ideological and political elements into the curriculum to achieve the organic unity of knowledge transmission,
ability cultivation and value guidance. By analyzing the current situation and problems of ideological and political
construction in human geography field practice, and exploring ideological and political elements, this paper conducts
empirical analysis with typical cases. The research shows that deeply integrating ideological and political elements such as
revolutionary traditions , patriotism, cultural confidence , ecological civilization, social responsibility and scientific spirit into
the entire process of field practice based on the characteristics of human geography discipline and field practice is the key
to achieving the educational effectiveness of " walking ideological and political courses". This study provides theoretical
references and practical paths for deepening the reform of geography practical teaching and improving the quality of
education.
